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McClure United Church
Joint Search Committee Report

The McClure United Church Joint Search Commit-
tee (JSC) was formed in spring 2018, based on the
recommendations of the Joint Needs Assessment
Committee (JNAC) at the Special Congregational
Meeting held at McClure United Church on March
18, 2018. The committee is comprised of Joanne
Hamlin, Keith Johnson, Leyta Ducasse, Ryan Mac-
Gillivray, Robyn Bray, Rod Delahey, Kathleen
James-Cavan (Presbytery Rep.), and Michael Web-
ster (Presbytery Rep.).

The Committee held their first meeting in June

2018, and Rod Delahey agreed to act as Chair, Ryan
MacGillivray agreed to act as Recording Secretary,
and Joanne Hamlin agreed to act as Communication
Secretary.

The United Church of Canada Pastoral Relations
Handbook & Engaging and Supporting is used as a
reference guide for the Joint Search Process. As on-
ly two members of the INAC continued from the
JSC, areview of the INAC report was conducted. A
l'isting of ©&émust haved an
applicants were developed, and a job posting was
prepared. This ad was shared in the church bulle-
tins, the National Vacancy List, on -line with the
United Church Observer, print version of the Ob-
server, and through Facebook, and the McClure
United Church website. As well, the National Avail-
ability List has been reviewed for suitable candi-
dates, and the committee did reach out directly to
ministers we felt may be suitable. An initial appli-
cation deadline of October 1 was selected.

Interview questions were developed based on the
JNAC report, and past JSC experiences.

The committee has met 13 times to date: June (2
times), August, September, October (5 times), No-
vember, January (2 times) and February.

At the October 2 nd meeting, Rod Delahey stepped
down as Chair, and Ryan MacGillivray agreed to act
as Chair. Robyn Bray therefore agreed to act as re-
cording secretary.

Through this process, the committee has received
six applications, and conducted three interviews.

All three interviewees met with Debra (as Laura
was on sabbatical). The committee has determined
that none of the applicants to date have been suita-
ble for what we are looking for in order to meet the
JNAC job description. Our Search is therefore con-
tinuing. The ad has been updated on the above dis-
tribution, with the application deadline removed.

There has been some question on the terms and con-
ditions of the INAC report & if that is hindering the
process. The committee has heard that there are
over two dozen churches in Manitoba that are cur-
rently without ministers. This suggests a general

lack of suitable applicants, certainly in the prairies,
and possibly throughout Canada. The JNAC report
does list a specific type of minister, and the Joint
Search Committee is currently committed to find

the correct person for the position.

As of January 1, 2019, the method of declaring va-
cancies and accessing the availability list have
changed. We are in communication with the Region

d Paétordl Ret@atiohsMinikter to ersureque aohtinuei e
to receive the list of available ministers.

In February 2019, we did receive two comments
from potential applicants. One indicated that the
three -year term was a hinderance, due to the poten-
tial relocation of family for a short period, and there-
fore that application was withdrawn. Another po-
tential applicant wanted to work only part  -time.
The committee considered these two comments, but
agree that the proposed job description is still valid.
Thanks, everyone, for your faithfulness.

The committee would appreciate your help in the
search, by distributing the job description to those
who may be interested, or by bringing the names of
potential applicants forward.
